Attends patient staffing and program review meetings to provide input on specific patients.  Documents patient participation and progress under ITP.  Coordinates sub professional nursing staff participation in patient therapy.  Keeps required records and develops normal operating reports as required by the specific program.  Assures compliance by residents and staff with agency and facility policies and procedures. Assures that assigned therapy area is maintained in a neat orderly fashion.  Attends training sessions and reads appropriate literature to maintain skills.  Assists in planning specialized activities such as Special Olympics.  Maintains constant awareness of patient safety.  Assists in conducting initial patient evaluations.  Interacts with patients and documents problems patient identifies.  Assures that patient's daily needs in terms of hygiene, food, linen, etc. are met.
