Appears in hearings or court actions as a witness.  Oversees the review of design documentation for technical accuracy.  Conducts special studies and prepares technical reports.  Conducts complex engineer calculations and modeling for environmental control remediation and reclamation projects.  Prepares cost estimates for proposed projects.  Reviews contractor's plans and specifications for technical accuracy and compliance with federal and state laws and regulations.  Performs inspections of proposed projects and projects under construction.  Reviews completed work of contractors.  Prepared reports of permit reviews and recommends issuance or denial of permits.  Prepares plans and specifications for abandoned mine and land reclamation projects.
