	Under general supervision, supervises personnel during an assigned shift.  Patrols highways.  Weighs and inspects motor carrier vehicles for compliance with motor carrier laws and regulations.  Issues citations and makes arrests when appropriate; and performs other duties as required.



	MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS:  MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS ARE COMPREHENSIVE STATEMENTS OF THE MINIMUM BACKGROUND AS TO EDUCATION, EXPERIENCE, AND OTHER QUALIFICATIONS WHICH WILL BE REQUIRED IN ALL CASES AS EVIDENCE OF AN APPOINTEE'S ABILITY TO PERFORM THE WORK PROPERLY.

	EDUCATION:  Must complete two years (54 semester hours) from a college or university.

	

	EXPERIENCE:  Must have four years of training and experience as a CVE Officer performing North American Standard driver/vehicle inspections of motor carrier vehicles and operators, hazardous materials inspections, and in the enforcement of Motor Carrier statutes and regulations.

	EXPERIENCE:  Two years experience as a commercial vehicle inspector under the North American Standard requirements OR two years experience as a full-time sworn law enforcement officer OR two years experience in military duty will substitute for the required education.

	

	SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  (AGE, LICENSURE, REGULATION, ETC.) 

Must be at least 21 years of age and possess a valid driver’s license.   


POST EMPLOYMENT REQUIREMENTS:  EMPLOYEES IN THIS CLASS WILL BE REQUIRED TO OBTAIN CREDENTIALS OUTLINED BELOW WITHIN A REASONABLE TIME, OR IF EMPLOYEES POSSESS SUCH CREDENTIALS AT THE TIME OF HIRE THEY WILL BE REQUIRED TO MAINTAIN THOSE CREDENTIALS SO LONG AS THEY ARE EMPLOYED IN THIS CAPACITY. Employees in this classification are subject to the provisions of KRS Chapter 15 and 503 KAR 1:140 relating to peace officer certification as administered by the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council. Employees in this class must successfully complete a certified course in General Hazardous Materials and North American Standard Driver/Vehicle Inspection Program.  Must successfully complete in-house courses involving and/or pertaining to state laws, state regulations, weight, authority, highway use taxes etc., that are assigned by the agency.

Assigns and supervises the work of CVE Inspectors, Officers and clerical personnel on an assigned shift.  Serves as training officer for new personnel.  Makes investigations into complaints and prepares reports.  Receives incoming calls from individuals with complaints and gives information relative to enforcement activities.  Records all business transactions during an assigned shift and informs relief personnel of all relevant matters.  Disseminates policy directions to subordinate personnel.  Patrols Kentucky roadways, pursues vehicles as necessary, operates weigh station, and establishes temporary roadblocks to enforce state and federal laws.  Participates in the investigation of vehicle accidents, impounds vehicles when necessary.  Makes arrests and transports those arrested.  Gathers, labels, and secures physical evidence for use in court.  Responds to natural disasters.  Weighs trucks to determine compliance with legal limits.  Inspects driver/vehicle records for compliance with licensing, permits, vehicle/driver operation laws and regulations.  Walks, climbs, stoops, and crawls around, on, and under vehicles to physically inspect vehicles for safety defect.  Checks cargo manifest to determine if hazardous materials are being carried, and if so, inspects for compliance with hazardous materials transportation regulations.  Places vehicles and/or drivers out of service based on federal guidelines.  Issues courtesy warnings or citations as warranted.  Completes various forms and reports required by the department in accordance with operations manual.  Maintains uniform and equipment in accordance with department policy.  Communicates problems through the chain-of-command, makes court appearances, and successfully completes any annual physical assessments, annual firearms training, in-service training, and other training assigned by the agency.  Become familiar with the department policy and paperwork requirements.  Possesses the ability to deal effectively with the general public. Performs other duties as assigned.  When not performing duties specific to CVE Sergeant, will be required to perform the duties included, but not limited to, in the CVE Officer I and II classifications.
	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.


Incumbents in this class serves as the training person for CVE personnel within an assigned region or facility and serves as first line supervisor to officers, inspectors, clerks and maintenance personnel.  Incumbents perform their duties patrolling highways of the Commonwealth and at weigh facilities conducting inspections of commercial vehicles and must possess the ability to walk, climb, stoop, crawl around, on and under vehicles to physically inspect them.  Must be able to lift and carry 50 pounds.
