Becomes familiar with operating various laboratory instruments and equipment.  With supervisory assistance, tests agricultural products such as grains, lime, etc., to establish test standards for field inspections.  Provides technical advice and assistance to department personnel and to private industries and business.  Maintains records and progress reports.   May assist in the completion of inter-laboratory standards testing.
