Coordinates work and fish delivery schedules.  Maintains records on trucks and other equipment used by technicians.  Identifies equipment needed to perform tasks and initiates procurement process.  Prepares correspondence, activity reports, maintenance reports, etc.  Communicates department policy and procedure to employees and enforces same.  Responsible for safe application of agricultural and aquatic chemicals.
