Conducts voluntary compliance occupational health surveys in places of employment to determine the existence of atmospheric contaminants, chemicals, or other materials, processes or conditions which are known or suspected of being detrimental to health of the workers.  Makes follow‑up visits and analyses where safety and health consultants have determined health hazards to exist.  Conducts research, experiments and demonstrations relating to occupational health, including studies of psychological factors involved and relating to innovative methods, techniques and approaches for dealing with occupational health.  Develops training materials such as pamphlets and booklets illustrating specific health issues.  Makes voluntary compliance investigations of reported injuries or illnesses suspected of developing from exposure to or contact with toxic or dangerous substances.  Makes tests to determine workers' exposure to health hazards such as dusts, fumes, vapors, mists, gases and solvents.  Makes voluntary compliance inspections for adequacy of ventilation and lighting, studies of physical stresses and evaluations of noise levels as they relate to employee discomfort, efficiency and hearing acuity.  Conducts follow‑up visits to determine adequacy of compliance with required improvements. Calibrates, operates, and maintains industrial hygiene instruments and testing equipment. Attends professional training courses to develop further competency in the field of occupational health and safety.  Makes recommendations for compliance with occupational safety and health standards, conducts on‑site promotional visits to inform employers of services.
