Responds to hazardous materials accidents, spills or leaks.  Provides technical and engineering advice and assistance in recovery operations.  Investigates the cause, origin and circumstances of fires and explosions.  Instructs fire officials, law enforcement officers, public officials and industry representatives in the properties and characteristics of hazardous materials, techniques to use and procedures to follow in dealing with hazardous materials and emergencies.  Performs public relations functions.  Prepares records and reports for the State Fire Marshal.
