Makes follow‑up visits such as pre‑recommendation and post‑recommendation licensure, non‑compliance certification, post‑certification, etc. to determine progress toward correction of cited deficiencies.   Investigates complaints concerning food, nutrition and sanitation in the health facilities and makes recommendations.  Carries out policy as a part of the monitoring function in the licensing and regulation division.  Conducts or participates in in‑service education with professional staff and supporting personnel of own and related organizations.  Reviews professional literature, new regulations, interpretations and guidelines related to the job.
