Assures standardization and quality control for forensic photography worked performed at the laboratory.  Photographs the more intricate and sensitive crime scenes.  Provides expert assistance to law enforcement, medical examiners office and laboratory analyst in the use of photography, processing of case film and other evidentiary evidence.  Responsible for the receipt, processing and archival of evidentiary case film and photographs.  Operates, maintains and repairs photographic processing instrumentation.  Process color print and color slide film by automated system and hand processes black and white film.  Mixes chemicals necessary for photo processing.  Creates custom color and black and white photographic enlargements from evidentiary negatives for court exhibits and agency use.  Receives evidentiary material and is responsible for its security and archival.  Reviews scientific journals to stay abreast of trends in the forensic photographer field.  Attends conferences and training courses as required.  Provides technical assistance to agency personnel.  Enforces departmental procedures as they relate to laboratory operations.  May present expert testimony in court.  Provides additional photographic services requested by the department.  Maintains cameras and darkroom equipment.  Organizes and files negatives, prints and slides.  Provides training to cadet classes relating to forensic photography and use of cameras.

Regular handling of sharp surgical instruments.  Regular exposure to noxious odors, chemicals substances and biohazardous compounds.
