Testifies in quasi‑judicial hearings before the Kentucky Occupational Safety and Health Review Commission as a result of contested citations and penalties.  Provides technical assistance to employers.  Conducts informal conferences for the purpose of settling cases.  Recommends safety and health abatement assistance.
