	Under supervision, reviews policy and procedures of agencies that access systems within the CJIS (Criminal Justice Information Services) network including the NCIC (National Crime Information Center), AFIS (Automated Fingerprint Information System), UCR (Uniform Crime Reporting), and the NIBRS (National Incidents Bases Reporting System) to ensure compliance with federal and state statutes and regulations; performs other duties as required


	MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS:  MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS ARE COMPREHENSIVE STATEMENTS OF THE MINIMUM BACKGROUND AS TO EDUCATION, EXPERIENCE, AND OTHER QUALIFICATIONS WHICH WILL BE REQUIRED IN ALL CASES AS EVIDENCE OF AN APPOINTEE'S ABILITY TO PERFORM THE WORK PROPERLY.

	EDUCATION:  Must complete two years (54 semester hours) from a college or university.

Must maintain certification as a full access CJIS terminal operator from the state CJIS systems agency for the length of employment in this classification.

Assists in training entry level CJIS Compliance Specialist I’s on the policies and procedures for the statewide access to information databases and/or networks maintained by the Kentucky State Police.  Provides documentation of training of the CJIS Compliance Specialist I’s and keeps supervisors apprised of progress or problems.  Provides technical assistance to agencies that interface LINK, NCIC, NLETS, UCR, NIBRS and AFIS networks relating to any information available over these networks.  Conducts periodic on-site audits of all agencies that access the law enforcement networks to ensure compliance with all established rules, regulations and guidelines as set forth in Title 28, Code of Federal Regulations, Chapter 17, Kentucky Revised Statutes, UCR system policy guidelines, NCIC policy guidelines, and National Law Enforcement Telecommunication Systems policy guidelines.  Consults with non-terminal agencies regarding their user responsibilities of the law enforcement networks.  Assists local law enforcement agencies and personnel in the use of the CJIS network as needed.  Assists in the development of training programs and training of State Police and local law enforcement agencies that have access to CJIS network files.  
	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.
