	SUBSTITUTION CLAUSE:   Licensure as a professional engineer by the Kentucky State Board of Licensure for Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors will substitute for the five years of bridge inspection experience.

	

	EDUCATION:  An ABET (Accreditation Board for Engineering and Technology)  accredited bachelor’s degree in engineering and successful completion of the Fundamentals of Engineering examination will substitute for three years of bridge inspection experience.  An ABET accredited associate’s degree in engineering technology will substitute for one year of bridge inspection experience.

Operates computer and applicable software related to NBIS data collection, inspection report compilation, and data transfer.  Sorts and records data collected from bridge inspectors during inspections.  Inputs data collected from inspections into computer database.  Maintains and organizes district bridge files.  Operates various measuring devices, camera, and survey equipment, and collects measurements for streambed elevations and profiles.  Learns complex bridge mechanics.  Learns hand analysis for simple span structures.  Assists Transportation Bridge Inspector III on intra-district bridge inspections as requested.  Attends required training classes.  Has received required training and operates under-bridge inspection cranes during inspection.
