Implements physical therapy treatment programs and goals for patients with disabilities in conjunction with a physician's prescription.  Performs initial and annual evaluations.  Performs directs physical therapy treatment such as relaxation, muscle strengthening, prevention/reduction of contractures, developmental activities, postural drainage and other therapeutic exercise.  Documents patients progress.  Performs tests and measurements as prescribed by physicians.  Instructs parents in home treatment programs and care to include construction of orthopedic equipment such as standing tables, parallel bars and for the modification of equipment.  Prepares and maintains records and reports such as patient's progress notes, monthly reports, equipment records, etc.  Instructs direct care staff in proper care of wheelchairs, correct positioning of wheelchairs and the proper application of braces.

	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.
