Assists in examining evidence including bullets, cartridge casings, firearms, clothing, tools, toolmarks, plaster casts, shoes, tires, body tissue and other objects with obliterated serial numbers submitted by a law enforcement agency pursuant to a criminal investigation.  Performs the various techniques in the collection, preservation, receipt and examination of physical evidence. Assists in the maintenance of quality control.  Learns to operate the various types of equipment used, to include but is not limited to, microscopes, stereomicroscope, photographic equipment, chronograph, bullet recovery systems, various chemicals and other related laboratory equipment.  Prepares written reports of examination results and experiments performed.  Reviews books, journals, periodicals and notes relative to the duties of the position.  Assists in the preparation of evidence for presentation in court proceedings and testifies in courts regarding examination results.  Presence may be required at crime scenes to assist with evidence gathering and processing.
