Performs advanced level work in roadway or roadside maintenance operations.  Operates intermediate equipment such as backhoe, front-end loader, grader, tandem truck, tow paver, hydro seeder; and performs other duties as required.

Operates intermediate equipment such as lowboy, tractor/semi-trailer, self-propelled paver and sweeper backhoe, front-end loader, grader, tandem truck, tow paver, hydro seeder.
