Develops and presents lessons on conservation of natural resources, conservation education programs, and outdoor and shooting skills. May coordinate the work of other conservation educators.  May provide supervision and instruction at conservation camps or other special events.  Trains and supervises volunteers or interim employees.  Maintains and inventories assigned equipment.  Prepares periodic reports and tracks purchases and expenditures.  Represents KDFWR at regional, state, and national meetings.  Applies and interprets rules, regulations and policies. 
	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.

May work in residential camp setting with 200 campers per week.  Must be able to run, stoop, bend, push, pull, and lift heavy object or child from unsafe place and traverse rugged terrain.
