Inspects and monitors well construction, conducts pump or aquifer tests and water (dye) traces, reviews hydrologic data collected by others, production reports and evaluates permits or EIS's for groundwater impact, etc.  Reviews monitoring plans and designs to insure protection of water resources.  Works on specialized projects and troubleshoots problem areas.  Reviews consultant reports on clean‑up and general groundwater reports for accuracy and technical viability.  Meets with officials of other public agencies, private landowners and industries to seek their cooperation in the data collection process and render technical advice and assistance on groundwater problems or issues.  Utilizes standard geologic and hydrologic instruments and the reading and interpretation of maps, aerial photographs, remote sensing images and similar materials.  Exercises professional judgement in selecting the approach and methodology to be utilized in conducting the study or investigation. Maintains and submits water well records, notices of violations, environmental incident reports and well inspection records.

	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.
